Students are expected to write
composition every two weeks. Homework, lesson and unit tests are given.

Advanced I-llI-llI When: Friday 4-7 p.m.
Skimming, careful reading and intensive reading are introduced. Concentration is placed
on writing skills, grammar and syntax. A variety of books will be used. Longer stories and
poems are part of the curriculum, as well as history and culture. Students are expected to
write a composition every two weeks. Homework, lesson and unit tests are given.
