The Gospel According to Matthew 28:16-20 
 

At that time, the eleven disciples went to Galilee, to the mountain to which 

Jesus had directed them. And when they saw him they worshipped him; but 

some doubted. And Jesus came and said to them, "All authority in heaven and 

on earth has been given to me. Go therefore and make disciples of all nations, 

baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, 

teaching them to observe all that I have commanded you; and lo, I am with 

you always, to the close of the age. Amen." 
 

EPISTLE READING 
 

Thomas Sunday 

Prokeimenon: Great is our Lord, and great is his power. 

Verse: Praise the Lord, for the Lord is good. 

The reading is from Acts of the Apostles 5:12-20 
 

In those days, many signs and wonders were done among the people by the 

hands of the apostles. And they were all together in Solomon's Portico. None 

of the rest dared join them, but the people held them in high honor. And more 

than ever believers were added to the Lord, multitudes both of men and 

women, so that they even carried out the sick into the streets, and laid them 

on beds and pallets, that as Peter came by at least his shadow might fall on 

some of them. The people also gathered from the towns around Jerusalem, 

bringing the sick and those afflicted with unclean spirits, and they were all 

healed. But the high priest rose up and all who were with him, that is, the party 

of the Sadducees, and filled with jealousy they arrested the apostles and put 

them in the common prison. But at night an angel of the Lord opened the 

prison doors and brought them out and said, "Go and stand in the temple and 

speak to the people all the words of this Life."

GOSPEL READING 
 

Thomas Sunday 

The Gospel According to John 20:19-31 
 

On the evening of that day, the first day of the week, the doors being shut 

where the disciples were for fear of the Jews, Jesus came and stood among 

them and said to them: "Peace be with you." When he had said this, he showed 

them his hands and his side. Then the disciples were glad when they saw the 

Lord. Jesus said to them again, "Peace be with you. As the Father has sent me, 

even so I send you." And when he had said this, he breathed on them, and said 

to them: "Receive the Holy Spirit. If you forgive the sins of any, they are 

forgiven; if you retain the sins of any, they are retained." Now Thomas, one 

of the twelve, called the Twin, was not with them when Jesus came. So the 

other disciples told him: "We have seen the Lord." But he said to them: 

"Unless I see in his hands the print of the nails, and place my finger in the 

mark of the nails, and place my hand in his side, I will not believe." Eight days 

later, his disciples were again in the house, and Thomas was with them. The 

doors were shut, but Jesus came and stood among them, and said: "Peace be 

with you." Then he said to Thomas, "Put your finger here, and see my hands; 

and put out your hand, and place it in my side; do not be faithless, but 

believing." Thomas answered him, "My Lord and my God!" Jesus said to him, 

"Have you believed because you have seen me? Blessed are those who have 

not seen and yet believe." Now Jesus did many other signs in the presence of 

the disciples, which are not written in this book; but these are written that you 

may believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God, and that believing you 

may have life in his name.

Jason and Sosipater the Apostles of the 70 and their Companions (April 29th) 
 

Both of these Saints were disciples of the Apostle Paul, who mentions them in his 

Epistle to the Romans, saying: "Jason and Sosipater my kinsmen greet you" (16:21). 

Jason was from Tarsus of Cilicia, and became bishop there. Sosipater was from 

Patras of Achaia, and became Bishop of Iconium. When they had shepherded their 

churches well for a long time, they departed west that they might profit others also, 

and arrived finally at the island of Corfu, where they were the first to preach the 

Gospel to its people. They suffered many things for Christ's Name, drew many souls 

to salvation, and finished the course of their life there. In the ancient city of Corfu, 

a church from the first centuries, built in their honour and bearing inscriptions that 

mention the Saints by name, verifies the historical account concerning them.
