SCRIPTURE READINGS OF THE DAY:

EPISTLE READING

Stephen, Archdeacon & First Martyr

Prokeimenon. Mode Plagal 4. Their voice has gone out into all the earth.
Verse: The heavens declare the glory of God.

The reading is from Acts of the Apostles 6:8-15; 7:1-5, 47-60

In those days, Stephen, full of grace and power, did great wonders and signs among the
people. Then some of those who belonged to the synagogue of the Freedmen (as it was
called), and of the Cyrenians, and of the Alexandrians, and of those from Cilicia and
Asia, arose and disputed with Stephen. But they could not withstand the wisdom and
the Spirit with which he spoke. Then they secretly instigated men, who said, "We have
heard him speak blasphemous words against Moses and God." And they stirred up the
people and the elders and the scribes, and they came upon him and seized him and
brought him before the council, and set up false witnesses who said, "This man never
ceases to speak words against this holy place and the law; for we have heard him say
that this Jesus of Nazareth will destroy this place, and will change the customs which
Moses delivered to us." And gazing at him, all who sat in the council saw that his face
was like the face of an angel. And the high priest said, "Is this so?" And Stephen said:
"Brethren and fathers, hear me. The God of glory appeared to our father Abraham,
when he was in Mesopotamia, before he lived in Haran, and said to him, '‘Depart from
your land and from your kindred and go into the land which | will show you."' Then he
departed from the land of the Chaldeans, and lived in Haran. And after his father died,
God removed him from there into this land in which you are now living; yet he gave
him no inheritance in it, not even a foot's length, but promised to give it to him in
possession and to his posterity after him, though he had no child. "But it was Solomon
who built a house for him. Yet the Most High does not dwell in houses made with
hands; as the prophet says, 'Heaven is my throne, and earth my footstool. What house
will you build for me, says the Lord, or what is the place of my rest? Did not my hand
make all these things?' "You stiff-necked people, uncircumcised in heart and ears, you
always resist the Holy Spirit. As your fathers did, so do you. Which of the prophets did
not your fathers persecute? And they killed those who announced beforehand the
coming of the Righteous One, whom you have now betrayed and murdered, you who
received the law as delivered by angels and did not keep it." Now when they heard
these things they were enraged, and they ground their teeth against him. But he, full of
the Holy Spirit, gazed into heaven and saw the glory of God, and Jesus standing at the
right hand of God; and he said, "Behold, | see the heavens opened, and the Son of man

standing at the right hand of God." But they cried out with a loud voice and stopped
their ears and rushed together upon him. Then they cast him out of the city and stoned
him; and the witnesses laid down their garments at the feet of a young man named Saul.
And as they were stoning Stephen, he prayed, "Lord Jesus, receive my spirit." And he
knelt down and cried with a loud voice, "Lord, do not hold this sin against them." And
when he had said this, he fell asleep.

GOSPEL READING

Sunday after Nativity
The Gospel According to Matthew 2:13-23

When the wise men departed, behold, an angel of the Lord appeared to Joseph in a
dream and said, "Rise, take the child and his mother, and flee to Egypt, and remain
there till I tell you; for Herod is about to search for the child, to destroy him." And he
rose and took the child and his mother by night, and departed to Egypt, and remained
there until the death of Herod. This was to fulfill what the Lord had spoken by the
prophet, "Out of Egypt have | called my son." Then Herod, when he saw that he had
been tricked by the wise men, was in a furious rage, and he sent and killed all the male
children in Bethlehem and in all that region who were two years old or under, according
to the time which he had ascertained from the wise men. Then was fulfilled what was
spoken by the prophet Jeremiah: "A voice was heard in Ramah, wailing and loud
lamentation, Rachel weeping for her children; she refused to be consoled, because they
were no more." But when Herod died, behold, an angel of the Lord appeared in a dream
to Joseph in Egypt, saying, "Rise, take the child and his mother, and go to the land of
Israel, for those who sought the child's life are dead.” And he rose and took the child
and his mother, and went to the land of Israel. But when he heard that Archelaos reigned
over Judea in place of his father Herod, he was afraid to go there, and being warned in
a dream he withdrew to the district of Galilee. And he went and dwelt in a city called
Nazareth, that what was spoken by the prophets might be fulfilled, *He shall be called
a Nazarene."

Melania the Younger, Nun of Rome.
(December 31)

Saint Melania the Younger, who was born in 388, was the grand-daughter of
Saint Melania the Elder (see June 8). Her father Publicola was an Eparch of
Rome. She was joined in wedlock to a husband and became the mother of two
children, both of which she lost shortly thereafter. Thus, having agreed with
her husband to pass the rest of their lives in abstinence and chastity, and
taking her mother Albina with her, she went off to Africa. They ransomed
8,000 captives; furthermore, they built two monasteries - one for men and one
for women - in the city of Tagaste, which was in the district of Tunis. After
seven years they moved to Jerusalem. Thereafter Melania shut herself up in a
small and narrow hermitage by the Mount of Olives, and wearing away her
body with fasting and vigil, she reposed in 434.
