2nd Sunday of Matthew 
Prokeimenon. Mode 1. 

Psalm 32.22,1 

Let your mercy, O Lord, be upon us. 

Verse: Rejoice in the Lord, O ye righteous. 

 

The reading is from St. Paul’s Letter to the Romans 2:10-16 

Brethren, glory and honor and peace for every one who does good, the 

Jew first and also the Greek. For God shows no partiality. All who have 

sinned without the law will also perish without the law, and all who have 

sinned under the law will be judged by the law. For it is not the hearers of 

the law who are righteous before God, but the doers of the law who will be 

justified. When Gentiles who have not the law do by nature what the law 

requires, they are a law to themselves, even though they do not have the 

law. They show that what the law requires is written on their hearts, while 

their conscience also bears witness and their conflicting thoughts accuse or 

perhaps excuse them on that day when, according to my gospel, God 

judges the secrets of men by Christ Jesus.

Andrew of Crete (July 4) 
 

Saint Andrew was from Damascus; his parents' names were George and 

Gregoria. He became a cleric and secretary of Theodore and Patriarch of 

Jerusalem; from this, he is called "the Jerusalemite." He was present at the 

Sixth Ecumenical Council in Constantinople, which was convoked in 680 

during the reign of Emperor Constantine IV (668-685). He became deacon 

of the Great church in Constantinople, that is, the Church of the Holy 

Wisdom of God, then Archbishop of Crete. He reposed in 720 or 723. Beside 

his other sacred writings, he also composed various hymns, among which is 

the famous Great Canon, which is chanted during Great Lent (see the 

Thursday of the Fifth Week of the Fast).
